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This policy book is a supplement to the Constitution and the General Rules for
Sheep Dog Trials and the General Rules for Cow Dog Trials. In the event of any difference in interpretation between these documents and this policy book, 
the Constitution and General Rules shall take precedence.
I.  
Fees

a. The annual fees are $20 per member and $5 for each additional            
     family member. 


b. Lifetime fees are ten times the annual fees, presently $200. The 
   
    additional family member fee of $5 each must be paid annually. 

    (directors, May 1999) 

c. Sanctioning fee is $10. (Also paid by unsanctioned events wishing 


    liability insurance.)  (directors, May 1999) 

d. Fee for BCSDA member  breeders’/trainers’ listed on the BCSDA 
  
    webpage is $10 per year and $5 for changes or corrections to  listing . 
   
    (directors, May 1999) 

e. Classified ads on the BCSDA webpage BCSDA member's fee for annual 
  
    listing is $10. Changes or corrections to  listing  are $5 each time, 
 
    non-member’s fee is $30 and $10.  

f. Stock replacement fees are $1.00 per run per dog for all 


    entries, whether the handler is a member or not. (AGM 98,06) 

g. All fees, whether for membership, sanctioning, advertising in the 
 
    newsletter, or advertising on the website, should be sent directly to 
 
    the treasurer.  The treasurer will mail invoices to all accounts 

 
    payable.  The trial director, newsletter editor, and webmaster should 

    keep the treasurer updated regarding all accounts needing to be 
 
    invoiced.  (Directors, Feb 01)

h. The final date for renewal of membership and web site ads is 
   
 
    December 31, after which time ads will be removed from the web site 
    and names deleted from the membership list.
II.
Job Descriptions of BCSDA Positions 


a. President: 


The president is to be a spokesperson and promote the association 

and its aims. He/she is to be familiar with the by-laws, 



constitution, and 
rules of the association and is to preside at all 

meetings of the board and all general meetings , if present. 


At a meeting he/she is to: 



-be familiar with the Rules of Order. 



-have an agenda prepared. 



-assume the role of referee, moderator, and coordinator. 



-always be aware that the association belongs to the 



 members and is not his/her personal property. 



-treat all members equally




· apply the Rules of Order with common sense and logic using the strictness of the rules only when necessary to accomplish an orderly, progressive, productive and democratic meeting. 
a)  Vice President: The vice president is to: 
· be a spokesperson and promote the association and its aims. 
· be familiar with the by-laws, constitution, and rules of the BCSDA. 
· perform the duties of the president in his/her absence or at his/her request. 
· be familiar with the Rules of Order for conducting a meeting. 
b) Secretary: The office of secretary may be combined with that of treasurer until such time as the board decides that these offices are to be separated. The secretary is to: 
· make and maintain a permanent record of club business in the form of minutes. 
· perform such managerial duties as are assigned by the board.
· receive correspondence directed to the BCSDA and see to its proper disposition; reply to correspondence if required and/or 
 directed by he president; originate correspondence as it is required. 
· hold and maintain club archives and files. 
· forward annually papers and fees as required by the Societies Act of the Province of BC. 
c) Treasurer:  The treasurer is to: 
· administer the finances of the association within the provisions of the law and the by-laws. 
· keep a detailed record of all monies receivable, paid and payable, in books of appropriate form and open to inspection by  officers of the association. 
· keep an up to date record of paid membership. 
· notify the association’s insurance company of all sanctioned and unsanctioned events as reported by the trial director.
· obtain an independent audit of the books as requested by the board
· mail invoices to all accounts payable (directors, Feb 01)
d) Newsletter Editor: The editor is to: 
· edit, prepare and distribute an association newsletter, presently 
named Look Back as decided by the association, presently four times yearly. 
· solicit news, results and notices of interest to association members. 
· the editor shall print all letters received unless she/he judges it to be too controversial, in which case she/he will contact the President who will take the item to the directors. (directors, May 1999) 
· submit such news, etc. to other publications and media that would promote or enhance the association. 
e) Trial Director:  The trial director is to:
· encourage association sanctioned dog trials and clinics by providing rules, information and assistance to those wishing to host a sanctioned event. 
· prepare and have published a calendar of sanctioned events with appropriate information about each event. 
· delegate a member of the association, to act as a guarantor that the aim and rules of the association are fulfilled.
1. A blank copy of the trial feedback form (appendix 7) will be sent to trial organizers when a trial is sanctioned, and the trial director or designate will fill out a copy of the form at the trial.  A copy of the completed form shall go to the trial director and 
the trial organizer. (AGM, 1999)
· keep an accurate record of results of all sanctioned trials and ensure the results are forwarded to the appropriate publications and media. 
· use these results to determine year-end awards and to ensure  handlers and their dogs are entered in the correct classes. 
f) Fundraising Chairperson: The fundraising chair is to: 
· raise needed funds for the operation of the association by sale of various items, legal raffles, sponsorships, auctions and any other fund raising ventures that may be approved by the association. 
· keep an accurate record of funds raised and forward these records and funds to the treasurer. 
g) Directors:  The directors are to: 
a) attend directors meetings and help develop programs, policies and rules for the good of the association and its members. 
b) be a spokesperson and promote the association and its aims. 
c) act as a regional representative for the association.
III. Awards 
a) The association will provide a perpetual trophy and a keeper trophy to the highest scoring B.C. dog at the WCSDC annually. The cost of the keeper is not to exceed $50. The trophy will be presented annually at the AGM, except when the Western Canadians are held in B.C., in which case it may be presented at the trial. (AGM, 1998) 
b) The Margaret Ellison Memorial Award will be presented each year to a person who works diligently in the background to serve the association but who does not actively trial dogs. The association will seek nominations for the award and selection will be by draw. 
c) Year-end awards (AGM 01/18/92) will be presented to the highest scoring dog in each of the three recognized classes in sanctioned sheep field trials. Year-end awards will also be presented to the highest scoring dog in each of the three recognized classes in all sanctioned cow dog trials. Points toward year end totals will be given to half the dogs entered in an event. For example:

(See General Rules for Sheep Dog Trials and General Rules for Cow Dog Trials for an explanation of the number of trials to be counted when calculating year-end awards.)

d) Super dog will be awarded to the dog scoring highest in combined sanctioned open sheep field trials and sanctioned open cow dog trials with the provision that the dog place in the top one-third of the point getters in both categories. (Directors, 02/27/97) 
e) The dates for the BCSDA year-end point accumulation will be from October 1 to September 30. (AGM 2006)
IV. Trial Kit 
a) Items IV to XIV are commonly referred to as “The Trial Kit”

b) The Trial Kit contains the following: 
i. A copy of the BCSDA rules for sheep and cow dog trials. 
ii. A copy of the ISDS rules for Sheep Trials to be used as a reference. BCSDA rules take precedence. 
iii. Policy Item XIII. List of responsibilities of Trial Organizers. 
iv. Policy Item XIV. Course director’s duties. 
v. Appendix #1. A copy of the Stock dog Dog Release Form. 
vi. Appendix #3. A form to record a list of handlers and Stock Replacement Fees collected. 
vii. Appendix #4. A form for recording placings for each class. All dogs running in each class must be included on the form even if they did not finish the course. The Trial Director has to know how many dogs ran in the class in order to calculate points for year-end awards. 
viii. Appendix #5. A form for listing entry money taken in, expenses and payout of prize money. Submission of this form is optional unless the trial has received money from the BCSDA. 
ix. Policy items V, VI and VII. 
i. Explanation of stock replacement fees and club insurance(V). 
ii. Statements on the care of livestock(VI) and conduct of competitors(VII) at any event associated with the BCSDA. 
x. Examples of score cards. 

V. Stock Replacement Fees and Club Insurance 

a) All necessary steps shall be taken to ensure facilities are safe for stock, dogs, handlers and spectators to reduce the chance of injuries requiring an insurance claim. 
b) Stock replacement fees are collected to be used for the replacement or treatment of any livestock which may be injured when no single party can be held accountable. Trial organizers must agree to pay the BCSDA $1.00 per run per dog when applying for sanctioning. (AGM,1998, 20005,06)
i. Stock replacement fees will be accounted as a distinct fund. (AGM 2005)
ii. All stock replacement fees collected, beginning with the 2006 trial year, will be entered and accumulated in this fund. (AGM 2005) 
iii. Stock replacement fees will be $1.00 per run per dog, no matter over how many days the event is spread, or how many runs per entry in that event. (AGM 2005)
c) The replacement value of livestock shall be declared by the owner to the trial organizer before livestock is used. Trial organizers shall include this information when applying for sanctioning, and they will ensure that the handlers are informed when signing the Stock Dog Release Form.
d) The trial director, when determining stock value, shall use as a maximum replacement value the highest price plus 10% at the time of sanctioning from the nearest livestock sale. 
e) The livestock is to be inspected prior to and following any event by two BCSDA members. 
f) The Club Insurance is “liability insurance” but does not cover livestock. S

i. Sanctioned events: The trial director, at the time of sanctioning, will notify the treasurer who will notify the insurance company of the event. 
ii. unsanctioned events: Organizers may apply to the trial director for insurance coverage and must pay a $10 fee, similar to that paid by sanctioned events. If the trial director and president grant approval, the treasurer will notify the insurance company. Unsanctioned events may also insure livestock by paying stock replacement fees. 
VI. Care of Livestock Used at BCSDA Events 

a) All livestock used at any event associated with the BCSDA shall be 
treated as humanely as possible, and not subjected to any unnecessary stress or rough treatment by people or dogs. Water shall be adequately supplied and if the stock is held overnight food shall be provided.  Medical supplies shall be on hand and all injuries treated promptly and properly. 
b) The BCSDA is against any gripping of sheep on the trial field, and hopes that judges and course directors will abide by that. (AGM, 11/18/95)  However, the trial committee will advise the judge as to what the trial’s policy is concerning gripping, out of bounds, timing out, and leaving the post. (directors, May 1999) 
c) Trial organizers should consider temperature conditions carefully when deciding if a scheduled trial will continue. If a trial is cancelled, organizers must phone all pre-registrants, while those planning to register on arrival should phone trial organizers before traveling. (AGM, 1997) 
VII. Conduct of Competitors 

a) All entries in any trial or other event shall observe high standards of sportsmanship. The trial director and/or judge will ensure that there is no foul language or verbal or physical abuse of dogs, livestock or people, before, during or after the course of a run. The penalty for such will be loss of all day points and disqualification of the competitor.
b) Each competitor is responsible for being ready for his/her turn.  Failure to be ready when called will result in a missed run. Any special circumstances must be taken to the trial committee for appeal. (directors, May 1999) 
c) Until stopped by a judge’s directive, a competitor must proceed with his/her run. However, the judge may, if he/she judges the stock to be unsound, stop the run and give the competitor alternative stock. (directors, May 1999) 
VIII. Stock Dog Release Form 

Trial organizers must ensure that the Stock Dog Release form (Appendix 
#1) is completed and signed by all entries before a run is made. 

IX. Sanctioned Clinic Dog and Handler Release Form 

Clinic organizers must ensure that the Clinic Stock Dog Release form (Appendix #2) is completed and signed by all participants before the 
clinic commences. 

X. Submitting Stock Replacement Fees Collected 
Trial and clinic organizers must submit to the Trial director on the form 
shown in Appendix #3, or one similar, a list of all Stock Replacement Fees collected. 

XI. Submitting Trial Results 
Trial organizers must submit results, for each class, to the Trial Director 
and Look Back Editor on the form shown in Appendix #4, or one similar.  The trial director will submit results to the webmaster. (AGM 2004)

XII. Financial Reports 
Trial organizers are reminded of Constitution Item IX.5. which states, in 
part, “Any member or group of members, who applies for and receives a grant from the Association, is required to submit a financial statement to the treasurer for the year in which the grant is received.” Appendix #5 provides an outline for such a financial statement. 

XIII. Responsibilities of Trial Organizers 
a) Apply to the BCSDA trial director for sanctioning. This must be done 45 days in advance of a trial (Directors, 04/24/93), the replacement value of the livestock must be stated, a $10 sanctioning fee must be included, and agreement must be made to pay $2.50 per dog, per class, per event for livestock replacement insurance. 
b) Ensure all members are notified of the trial 30 days in advance. This may be done by having the trial announcement printed in the calendar in Look Back, and/or circulating a flyer to all members with the newsletter for a fee of $20. Should an event miss the newsletter, organizers must still notify all members 30 days in advance of the trial.  Notification in person, by mail, phone, or e-mail are acceptable, but posting on the website is not.  Announcing the trial date at the AGM is also acceptable notice to members. 
c) Provide entry forms explaining the type of trial, the cost of entering, class descriptions so handlers may check for eligibility, and any other information pertinent to the trial. 

d) Ensure all trial entry forms contain a statement noting that resident Pro Novice and Open handlers running in the trial must be members of the Association. (AGM 2004)
e) Ensure every entry in the trial has signed a stock replacement form. (Appendix #1) 
f) After the trial, return to the Trial Director the following: 
i. record of all placings for each class (Appendix # 4). 
ii. financial record (Appendix #5). Optional unless grant money received. 
iii. list of handlers and stock replacement fees paid (Appendix #3) and payment of the fee total. Any sanctioned trial not paying its stock replacement fees within 30 days shall be reported to the board and will not be sanctioned in the future until the account is cleared. 
g) Be familiar with the rules and have appropriate officials as described, including two BCSDA members to inspect the livestock 
prior to and following the trial. 
h) It is suggested that competitors be notified, in advance, if a concession will be available on the grounds. (directors, May 1999) 
i) Ensure that the grounds and/or facilities where the event is taking place are as safe as possible for competitors, dogs, livestock and spectators. 

XIV. Course Director’s Duties 

1. Call competitors together for a handlers’ meeting with the judge to explain the course and answer all handlers’ questions. 
2. Call competitors so they are ready when their turn comes up in the trial. 
3. If requested by the competitor, the course director may explain the course prior to the run. After the run begins no advice or assistance may be given by the director or anyone else. 
4. Ensure that each lot of livestock, when set out, is placed to give each competitor fair and equal chance. 
5. Be available at all times during the trial to convey to the competitors any instructions from the judge. 
6. Is responsible at all times for keeping the course clear and ensuring that competitors or their dogs are not interfered with in any way while competing. 
7. Ensure that competitors may inspect the course, without their dogs, before the trial begins. 
8. Notify release crew when the field is clear for the next lot of
livestock and the next competitor. 
9. Prevent the judge, score keepers, and timers from being disturbed while officiating. 
10. Have removed stray dogs or barking dogs that impede a competitor’s run.
11.  Report competitors who do not keep their dogs under full control to the trial organizer. 
12. Keep the trial running as smoothly as possible. 
13. Every person accepting an invitation to act as a course director shall know and abide by the BCSDA rules for trialing. 
14. Ensure there is an appropriately marked shedding ring 40 yards in diameter. (directors, May 1999) 
XV. Suggested Items Needed for Sheep Dog Trials 

a) General Areas: 
· fenced field 
· spectators’ area 
· handlers’ only area, if possible 
· holding area for the release of sheep 
· holding area for the exhausted sheep 
· truck for officials with chairs 
· horse trailer to move sheep, if required 
· water trough for dogs, preferably large enough for dunking. 
b) People: 
· judge 
· clerk 
· timekeeper (may be clerk) 
· course director 
· set out crew 
· exhaust crew 
· two members to inspect livestock before and after trial. 

c) Sheep Dog Trial Equipment: 
· panels: two for the fetch, four for the drive. 
· pen: -six feet x nine feet (four panels) six foot rope attached to pen gate 
· handlers’ post 
· marking for shedding ring 
· “pins” to mark approximate set out locations 

d) Forms: 
· score sheets 
· entry forms 
· stock dog replacement release forms and list 
· membership application forms 
e) Miscellaneous Items: 
· clip board 
· stapler 
· stop watch 
· pens and pencils 
· calculator 
· CB’s or walkie talkies 
· porta potties 
· signs 
XVI. Application For BCSDA Membership 

All trial organizers who print a program should include an application for membership (Appendix #6). Note that applicants have a choice of when 
the membership should begin. If a trial does not produce a program, the organizer should have copies of the form available. 
XVII. (Canadian Border Collie Association) 
As stated in the constitution, one of the purposes of the Association is to promote the registration of Border Collies in the Canadian Registry.  Thus, the BCSDA supports the concept of the Canadian Border Collie Association and encourages members to become CBCA members and to register their dogs with that registry. At the 1998 AGM the BCSDA forgave a previous loan of $500 to the CBCA for start-up costs of the registry.

i. The BCSDA recommends that the CBCA attempt to continue to hold annual competitions, even if it means less financial support to the trials. (AGM 2003) 

XVIII. Location of AGM 
Beginning with the Lower Mainland/Fraser Valley in 2005, the location of the AGM will be on a three year rotation between the:
· Lower Mainland/Fraser Valley
· Vancouver Island
· Okanagan/Cariboo/Kamloops/Shuswap (Directors, Feb 2005) 
XIX. Western Canadian Stock Dog Championships 

The money raised by at the auctions during the AGMs will be advanced to the organizer of the WCSDC when it is held in BC.  Organizers are to refer to article IX, paragraph 5 of the constitution regarding submission of a financial statement. (AGM 2002)

a) When held in British Columbia, the Western Canadian Sheep Dog Championship will be a British Columbia Stock Dog Association sponsored event.  Following is a list of criteria required for submission of a bid for this event: (Directors – AGM 2004)
1. Picture and diagram of proposed site.
2. Amount of parking available and accessibility to the public.
3. Suitable areas for exhaust and set-out pens.
4. Adequate space for handlers’ parking site and availability of local motels and RV sites within reasonable distance of trial field.  An airport close by would be desirable.
5. Flock of healthy, fit sheep, preferable from the same flock and at least 170 in number.
6. Are toilets and/or sanitary services available at site?
7. Scoreboard.
8. Any concessions available at the site.
9. Is there a water source available for sheep and dogs.
10. Can you provide competent people and dogs for set out?
11. What type of advertising and promotion and fund raising do you plan?
12. Is there transportation available to transport sheep to and from the trial site?
13. Can you make arrangements for first aid for the public within your area?
14. Are you planning on having raffles and exhibitors at the site?
15. Are there tents available in case of inclement weather?
16. How many spectators would you expect over the three days of the trial?
17. Does the date of the trial conflict with any trial within the three western Provinces involved or the U.S.B.C.H.A. National Finals?
18. Handlers dinner?
19. The Board of Directors of the B.C.S.D.A. will be the deciding body for the bids.
20. The Judged is not to be from one of the 3 Western Provinces competing in the trial.
21. The Judge has to be approved by the Board of Directors of the B.C.S.D.A.
22. The Committee organizing and running the W.C.S.D.C. must be residents of British Columbia and a member of the B.C.S.D.A. in good standing.
23. An itemized financial statement must be submitted.
24. Left over money from the trial must be given back to the B.C. Stock Dog Association.
25. A $500.00 advance will be given to the successful bidder.
26. Funds will be made available to the trail organizer upon submission of invoices.
27. All bids must be in by January 15 of the year in which the trial is held.

1. BCSDA Sheep Dog Trial sanctioning may be obtained by mailing the trial Director the following information 45 days before the proposed trial: 
          1) a trial description 
          2) a drawn plan of the trial 
          3) a $10.00 filing fee 
          4) replacement value of livestock. 
          5) the trial organizer must agree to pay stock insurance at the rate of 
              $2.50 per dog, per class, per event (AGM, 2005) 
     (a). The trial director must give written notice to a trial organizer 
              indicating that sanctioning has been completed, and that the trial 
              director notify the Newsletter editor immediately upon sanctioning 
              any trial; and further, that if a trial is sanctioned once, that 
              sanctioning applies as long as the trial continues to take place each 
              year, or until sanctioning is denied for specific reasons as outlined in 
              the rules for sanctioning. The trial director will send a current 
  
  
    membership list to each trial organizer, (AGM 2004) and membership 


    list to each trial organizer, (AGM, 2004) and will ensure all trial entry 
   
    forms contain a statement noting that resident Pro Novice and Open 
 
    handlers running in the trial must be members of the Association.

     (b). If sanctioning is denied, the trial director must notify the applicant of 
              the denial as soon as the decision is made.  This notification shall be 
              given orally, followed by a written explanation of the reasons for 
              denial. 

2. A sanctioned trial shall have a minimum of three officials: 
      • a course director 
      • a time keeper 
      • a judge 

3. All trials must have a handlers’ meeting prior to starting.  An official who is 
   also a competitor will clearly designate an alternate official during the run of 
   the said official. 

4. The judge or course director will exercise authority in excusing dogs and/or 
    handlers for incompetence. 

5. All sanctioned trials will count for year-end points. 
         a. That, at this time, the BCSDA not sanction more than one trial on the 
             same day, and reject any application made for a date that has a  


   currently active trial.  If a trial ceases to run in any year, then the 
 
   date of that trial is open for other sanctioning applications.  If a trial 
 
   organizer wishes to change the date of a trial, then that trial will be 
  
   treated equally with any other trial wanting that date.  If more than 
 
   one application is received for one date, the application received first 
 
   by the trial director will be granted the date in question.  This rule 

   applies only if trials are closer than 700 kms to each other. (1997)

9. Competitors with more than two dogs may be limited to make room for                  
   other competitors.

   class in the same trial are not permitted.  (Directors, Dec 2006)
10. All entries in a sanctioned trial shall observe high standards of 
     sportsmanship. 

11. Points toward year end totals will be awarded only to B.C. resident 
     members in good standing with the BCSDA.  A B.C. resident running in Pro 

     Novice or Open sanctioned sheep field trials (AGM 2000) or sanctioned arena 

     or small field trials (AGM 2002) must be a member of the BCSDA. 

12. The top-pointed dog and handler of the year in each class will be declared     

      the “Sheep Dog and Handler of the year” at the AGM of the BCSDA.  Points    

      will be calculated for 75% (AGM 2004) of the number of sanctioned trials in 

      the year.  
13. “Super Dog” winner must place within the top 1/3 of the point getters in 

      both open sheep field trials and open cow dog trials. (1997) 

 

TRIAL DESCRIPTION
1. Outrun distances for Sheep Field Trials must be strictly measured from the 
    handler’s post to the sheep placement post for each class. 


2. A marked regulation size shedding ring (40 yd dia) is required in Open trials.     
 

FIELD TRIALS:
 •Novice/Novice: minimum of 75 yard outrun, drive and pen. 
 •Pro/Novice: minimum of 150 yard outrun, drive, cross-drive, and pen. 
 •Open: minimum of 200 yard outrun, drive, cross-drive, shed and pen. 

 

ARENA AND SMALL FIELD TRIALS:
  
•All trials which do not meet the field distances for the classes above will 
  fall into this class and are eligible for sanctioning with the BCSDA. (AGM 2002)
 •Included are obstacle courses such as Ranch Trials and Small Field Trials not 

  meeting the distance requirements for Field Trials. 
•Only Field trial placings count toward advancing in class the Field Trial class.

 “Super Dog” award does not apply to these trials.  

 Only Arena and Small Field Trial placings count toward advancing in that class.

GENERAL RULES FOR ARENA AND SMALL FIELD TRIALS (AGM, 2003)

1.) 
The acceptable name for these trials will be either Sheep Arena Trials or 
Sheep Small Field Trials.  They will not be called “Sheep Races”.

2.)  
All of the General Rules for Sheep Dog Trials apply to these trials other 
than those pertaining specifically to Large Field Trials.

3.) 
The minimum number of dogs for Field Trials does not apply to Arena 
and Small field Trials.

4.)
There must be a minimum of three (3) sanctioned sheep arena trials for 


that class to 
receive year end awards.  All points earned will be formally 


recorded for all sanctioned sheep arena trials. (amended AGM 2006)

5.)
There must be a minimum of three trials entered in a year to qualify for 
a Year End Award.

6.)
Year End Awards will be presented to the Dog and Handler awarded the 
highest points in all three (3) classes.  i.e.; Novice/Novice/Pro/Novice 
and Open.

7.)
Three (3) Classes may be run in Sheep Arena Trials or Small Field Trials.

8.)
This category of Trial will not be considered for the “Super Dog” Award.

9.)
Year-end (AGM 06) points will be awarded in the same manner as for 


Field Trials but points gained will be recorded separately from Field 
Trial points.

10.)
At no time will a handler move through the obstacles.  The penalty for 
such is disqualification.

11.)
Competitors must move at least one animal through an obstacle before 
proceeding to the next obstacle,  but trial organizers must set a 
maximum number of attempts which may be made.

12.)
These Trials will be judged by awarding points for the number of sheep 
through obstacles.  In the case of a tie in points, time will be the 
deciding factor.

Move-Up Rules (Class Description for Sheep dog Trials)

Move-up Rules will be applied in the same manner as for Field Trials, but only points earned in this type of trial will count toward the move-up rule.  Points earned in this type of trial will not be applied to field trials.
 

               CLASS DESCRIPTIONS FOR SHEEP DOG TRIALS
                              (implemented 1998)

Aim:  These class rules have been structured to allow competing dogs to work their way through the classes at a rate appropriate to their age and demonstrated working ability, and having in mind the experience and ability of their handlers. 

Sheep Dog Field Trial organizers must call their classes: 
                      •Novice/Novice •Pro/Novice  •Open 
    ( Outrun minimum of 75, 150, and 200 yards, respectively. ) 

 Novice/Novice: Beginner handler with a beginner dog, in regards to trial  experience, with the following exception: 
 

       A handler who has advanced a dog to the Pro/Novice class may run 
        another beginner dog in this class.  A handler who has run a dog in 
        the Open class at a sanctioned trial may no longer run a dog in the 
        Novice/Novice class. 

For ProNovice & Open classes, if entry is a resident of B.C., he/she MUST be a member of the BCSDA  to run  in any sanctioned sheep dog  trial.  

 Pro/Novice:  A Novice/Novice pair must move to this class, in the following calendar year: (The BCSDA calendar year begins the day following the AGM.)
  
   (a) after having placed 7 times (AGM 2005) in the top third of Novice/ 

Novice class of 10 dogs or more in a sanctioned trial, or 

     (b) after having placed 1 time in the top half of a Pro/Novice class of 10 
           dogs or more in a sanctioned trial. 
 
A dog must move from this class, to the Open class, in the following 
 calendar  year: (The BCSDA calendar year begins the day following the AGM.)
     


 (a) after having placed 7 times (AGM 2005) in the top third of a 
     
       
      Pro/Novice 


 class of 10 dogs or more in a sanctioned trial, or 

          (b) after having placed 2 times in the top half of an Open class of  10 
            dogs or more in a sanctioned trial. 

This is also the class where a handler competing in the Open class may run an inexperienced dog. 

Open:  Any handler with any dog.  Handlers should note that after having run in this class in a sanctioned trial, they are immediately disqualified from running a dog in the Novice / Novice class.  

An “open handler” is defined as any handler who has ever run in an open trial. (AGM 2005)
Further clarifications: 

 •Moving up must take place no later than the following year, however, 
  handlers may move up with their dogs as soon as they feel ready. 

 •Cross entering allows a dog to run in two classes.  A handler may run a 
   dog in Novice / Novice and Pro / Novice, or Pro / Novice and Open until the 
   move-up rules apply.  This is to allow handlers and dogs to gain as much 
   experience as possible, given the long travelling distances to get to trials, 

   and our relatively short season. It should be noted that cross-entering is not 
   permitted in some other trial regulations, and handlers should check those 
   regulations before competing outside the province of B.C. 
 •Members competing in trials outside the province which are sanctioned by 

  other jurisdictions, will have results applied to move-ups as though the trial
  was a BCSDA sanctioned trial.

BC Stock Dog Association GENERAL RULES FOR COW DOG TRIALS

1. BCSDA Cow Dog Trial sanctioning may be obtained by mailing the trial      
           Director the following information 45 days before the proposed trial: 
1) a trial description 

2) a drawn plan of the trial with a clearly defined "boundary line" (see #13 below for explanation.) 

3) a $10.00 filing fee 

4) replacement value of livestock. 

5) A statement outlining the manner in which the trial will be judged. The manner of judging is at the discretion of the trial organizer. Scoring may be for obstacle points and time only, or any system deemed appropriate, and aptly described by the trial organizer. A person designated as 'the judge' must score the trial. 
6) The trial organizer must agree to pay stock insurance at the rate of $1.00 per run per dog. (AGM, 2005, 06) 

(a). The trial director must give written notice to a trial organizer indicating that sanctioning has been completed, and that the trial director notify the Newsletter editor immediately upon sanctioning any trial; and further, that if a trial is sanctioned once, that sanctioning applies as long as the trial continues to take place each year, or until sanctioning is denied for specific reasons as outlined in the rules for sanctioning. 

(b). If sanctioning is denied, the trial director must notify the applicant of the denial as soon as the decision is made. This notification shall be given orally, followed by a written explanation of the reasons for denial.
2. A sanctioned trial shall have a minimum of three officials:


*a course director



*a time keeper



*a judge 
3. Competitors running bitches in heat shall keep their bitches confined, or in control at all times. 

4. Dogs and/or handlers deemed to be excessively rough or incompetent will be removed from the competition by call of the course director. 


a. If a competitor withdraws his dog, or a judge withdraws a dog, 


part way through a run, for reasons of obvious injury to the dog, 


the points up to the time of withdrawal will be awarded.



 b. That, at this time, the BCSDA not sanction more than one trial 


on the same day, and reject any application made for a date that 


has a currently active trial. If a trial ceases to run in any year, 


then the date of that trial is open for other sanctioning 



applications. If a trial organizer wishes to change the date of a 


trial, then that trial will be treated equally with any other trial 


wanting that date. If more than one application is received for 


one date, the application received first by the trial director will 


be granted the date in question." 

5. Cow Dog trials will be run on obstacle points, time, and will be judged in the manner outlined in 1.5) above. 

6. All BCSDA sanctioned Cow Dog trial points will count towards year-end awards

a. That, at this time, the BCSDA not sanction more than one trial on the same day, and reject any application made for a date that has a currently active trial. If a trial ceases to run in any year, then the date of that trial is open for other sanctioning applications. If a trial organizer wishes to change the date of a trial, then that trial will be treated equally with any other trial wanting that date. If more than  one application is received for one date, the application received first by the trial director will be granted the date in question. This rule applies only if trials are closer than 700 kms to each other. (1997) 

7. Points toward year end totals will be awarded only to B.C. resident members in good standing with the BCSDA.  A B.C. resident running in a Pro/ Novice or Open sanctioned cow dog trial must be a member of the BCSDA. (AGM, 2000)  

8. The top-pointed dog and handler of the year in each class will be declared the "Cow Dog and Handler of the Year" at the AGM of the BCSDA. 

a) "Super dog" winner must place within the top 1/3 of the point getters in both open sheep field trials and open cow dog trials. 

9. The running order of the competitors will be determined by the drawing of lots. Provisions will be made to separate multiple entry handlers from running dogs consecutively. 

10. Multiple entry competitors may be limited to make room for other competitors. 

11. Limited entry trials are acceptable. 

12. A stock fee will be included in the entry fee unless otherwise stated. 

13. In order to ensure that it is the skilled dog trialing the cattle, the "Boundary Line" rule will be enforced. The Boundary Line will limit the movement of the handler only. It will clearly define the area in which the handler must stay. Stepping over the Boundary Line will disqualify the handler and end the right to proceed. 

14. All entries in a sanctioned trial shall observe high standards of sportsmanship. The trial director and/or judge will ensure that there is no foul language or verbal or physical abuse of dogs, livestock, or people; before during or after the course of a run. The penalty for such will be loss of all day points and disqualification of the competitor. 

15. At a handlers' meeting prior to a sanctioned trial, the course director and/or judge will ensure that all contestants know how the trial will be run and where points will be won or lost. A course director who is also a competitor will clearly designate an alternate course director to direct the trial during the run of the official director. 

16. The course director will properly instruct the officials (scorers and timers) in their duties, and will endeavour to prevent interaction between the officials, the public, and the competitors during the course of the run. 

17. Any trial committee may design a course that conforms with our safety standards and is agreed upon by competitors. The course must be clearly explained at the pre-trial handlers' meeting and be the same for each competitor in the class. 

CLASS DESCRIPTIONS
1. All BCSDA sanctioned Cow Dog Trials must call their classes: 

Novice/Novice 

Pro/Novice 

Open 


Novice/Novice: Beginner handler with a beginner dog in regards to trial 


experience.

ProNovice & Open class, if entry is a resident of B.C., he/she MUST be a member of the BCSDA  to run  in any sanctioned cattle dog  trial.  

 

Pro/Novice: One partner with experience, one without. Beginner 



handler with an Open trial dog or an experienced handler with an 


inexperienced dog. 




Open: Any handler with any dog.  An “open handler” is defined as any 


handler who has ever run in an open trial. (AGM 2005)

2. Once a handler/dog pair has placed 3 times in the top third of a class, or once in the top half of a higher class at a sanctioned trial, he/she must move to the next higher class in the following calendar year. (The BCSDA calendar year begins the day following the AGM.)

3. Novice/Novice: Once a handler has placed 3 times in the top third of a novice/novice trial or once in the top half of a higher class, he/she must advance to the Pro-Novice class in the following calendar year, and must never run any dog in the Novice/Novice class again. 
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
